It is important that families complete a daily symptom check and keep children home if
they are ill. More information will be coming regarding the reporting procedures for
positive Covid cases for students and family members.

Students and staff will be required to wear a mask for the entire day. They can remove their
mask during breakfast and lunch. Students must remain socially distant from others.

Hand sanitizer stations are in the classroom and throughout the building. Students will be
encouraged to use hand sanitizer and wash their hands.

Face Coverings

Per CDC guidelines, cloth face coverings should be worn at all times, by
all persons in school facilities, with exceptions for certain persons who,
because of a disability, cannot wear a mask or wear a mask safely, or for
certain settings such as while eating or drinking.

Students will be expected to wear a cloth face covering except when eating meals.
Face coverings must be worn at the bus stop and traveling on a bus to school.

o  Face coverings must be worn over the nose and mouth and securely around the face.

e  Choose face coverings with breathable material that fit snugly, but comfortably over the
nose and mouth.

e  Help your student understand that wearing a face covering may help prevent others
from getting sick

e Show your student how to carefully place and remove their face covering with clean
hands

e Neck gaiters and other similar products are not acceptable as cloth face coverings.

Be sure to label your student's face covering. Students should bring at least two additional
face coverings to school, in the event that they need to change their face covering during the
school day.

Chromebook Care
