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Information for Families with Students Returning for Hybrid Instruction 

 
ARRIVAL PROCEDURES 

 

Car riders and walkers enter the building at their grade level entrance and report directly to their classrooms.  

Doors open at 8:15 a.m.  We want all students to be in their rooms by 8:30 a.m. ready to begin the day.  

Students who get to their classrooms after 8:30 a.m. or later are considered late and will be marked 

tardy.  

 

Students should not arrive to school prior to 8:15 a.m.   

 

Breakfast and lunch will be provided in the classrooms for all students. 

 

When dropping off or picking up students, please pull up and use the car lane only. 

 

When visiting during the school day, do not park in the bus or car lanes.  Please park in a space in the lot.   

 
DISMISSAL PROCEDURES       

 

Walkers, car riders, and bike riders will be dismissed first, followed by bus riders.   

 

For the safety of everyone, car riders must cross at designated walkways.  Do not cross through the car rider 

pick-up lane, except at the crosswalks where staff can assist you.  Please exercise patience during dismissal 

so that all students may exit school in a safe and orderly manner.     

 

Please do not leave your car unattended in the pick-up lane.
