Eligibility Requirements: An individual is eligible to receive 
assistance once every six months; must bring gas and electric 
turn-off notice or eviction notice, summons to court, or 
warrant of restitution

Bag Lunches – One provided per person or two per fam-
ily. Distributed Mondays through Fridays from 11am-1pm 
(not available on the weekends). During the school year, 
lunches are not provided to children; during the summer, 
children must be accompanied by an adult to receive a 
lunch

Pantry  – Provides emergency food and other grocery 
items to people in the community. Health kits, baby food, 
diapers and other personal care items are available as 
well. Pantry is available Mondays through Fridays from 
9am - 3pm; it is not available on the weekends. One bag 
given per family every 30 days

Eligibility Requirements: a picture ID and two pieces of mail (no 
more than 30 days old)

Health Kit Program – The health kit program supports 
the needy on an as requested basis. Items include a trav-
el or regular sized toothbrush, toothpaste, bar of soap, 
deodorant, and washcloth. Distributed Mondays through 
Fridays from 11am-1pm (not available on the weekends). 
One kit per adult.

The Tel-life (Lifeline) program is available to help low-
income Marylanders obtain telephone service. The pro-
gram helps individuals keep local phone rates affordable. 

The Tel-life program can provide savings on hook-up 
charges and basic monthly telephone bills. People who 
receive Temporary Cash Assistance (TCA), Public Assis-
tance to Adults (PAA), Food Stamps (FS), Medical Assis-
tance (MA), Temporary Disability Assistance Program 
(TDAP), Electric Universal Service Program (EUSP), Mary-
land Energy Assistance Program (MEAP), and Supple-
mental Security Income (SSI) can apply for this program. 
The application process takes approximately 30 days. 

Customers are not charged to change telephone service 
to Tel-Life service. The service includes reduced tele-
phone rates, and discounts on line connection and wir-
ing charges. Tel-Life is most helpful to people who gen-
erally make fewer than 30 calls per month. Additional 
billing costs are incurred for customers who make more 
than 30 calls per month. Tel-Life customers also can get 
reduced rates on installation charges for 1 outlet and can 
request that installation fees be divided into 6 monthly 
payments. 
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Walk-In Services 

Emergency Assistance to Adults (EAA)  
provides assistance to income-eligible 
adults during times of critical need and 
crisis.  To access services, applicants  
are required to provide information 
about expenses and all  sources of in-
come and financial support.  Appli-
cants must also detail the nature of the 
crisis, describe all efforts made to ad-
dress the crisis, and provide documen-
tation of the emergency need.  Appli-
cants may be asked to seek other 
sources of help in addition to the 
“emergency” grant they may receive.  
Once eligibility is determined, Emer-
gency Assistance to Adults may pro-
vide assistance for the following: 

 Court-Ordered Eviction 

 Utility Cut-off  

 Life Sustaining Medications 

 Shelter Referrals 

 Referrals for furniture, food, cloth-
ing

 Referrals for services to address 
Domestic Violence 

Emergency Assistance for Adults 
(EAA) grants can only be issued once 
in a twelve (12) month period. 

Walk-In Services 

Emergency Assistance to  Families with Children 
is a “walk-in” service for families who are experi-
encing a crisis.  It is only available to families 
with children under the age of 21 who are not 
applying for any other agency services, such as 
SNAP (food stamps), Medical Assistance, or 
Temporary Cash Assistance.     Services case 
workers work with the applicant to help resolve 
the immediate crisis and assist with plans to 
avoid future crisis situations.  Adult heads-of-
household must detail the nature of the crisis, 
describe all efforts made to address the crisis, 
and provide documentation of the emergency 
need.  Upon determination of eligibility, the fol-
lowing assistance  may be provided: 

 Court-Ordered Eviction 

 Utility Cut-off  

 Shelter Referrals 

 Referrals for furniture, food, and clothing 

 Referrals for services to address Domestic 
Violence 

 Burial Assistance (restricted eligibility)

 Advocacy

Services to Families with Children (SFC-I) 
is a voluntary service for families request-
ing assistance to prevent a breakdown in 
functioning.  A case worker will work with 
the household  to complete a comprehen-
sive family assessment within 30 days.  
The case  worker, along with the family, 
will develop a plan to help with the fami-
ly’s needs, as well as make referrals to 
appropriate community resources.  
Should the family need additional assis-
tance beyond 30 days, a referral will be 
made to the Department’s In-Home Family 
Services program for further  intervention.
